ÂUpstream dues set by governing units 

ÂFlotilla net set by Flotilla membership 

ÂProcess from your Standing Rules 

ÂMandatory provision 8.1 
ÂMajority vote 

ÂSeven (7) daysõ written notice of meeting/intent 

ÂBalance ôpainõ against sources/uses

ÂFees up to the unit (and the marketé) 

ÂPay attention to costs (books, space, logistics) 

ÂBe clear on your goals 

ÂSource of funds? 

ÂOutreach? 

ÂSafety education? 

ÂUse for any authorized purpose ðEXCEPT 4th

Donations and Grants 

ÂAUXMAN, CH5, SEC H.1 Policy 

 

ÂòNo fundraising or solicitation of monetary (or in 

kindly (sic) support) by any Auxiliary unit or 

Auxiliarist, from any outside organization or 

persons, is permitted, except by the local flotilla as 

specifically defined and authorized below.ó 

ÂCurrent draft of new Manualñall units 



Solicited Gifts 

ÂAsking for money (including ôGrantsõ) 

ÂPrior written approvalñDCO and Director 

ÂProhibited source determination (DSO-LP) 

ÂLocal support of your authorized programs 

Â$2500 per gift 

Â$5000 per year from any one donor 

ÂUnited Way authorized 



Unsolicited Gifts 

Â Up to $2500 
Â DCO must approve 

Â Prohibited source determination 

Â $2500 up to $5000 
Â District Commander (not DIRAUX) approves 

Â Prohibited source determination 

Â Over $5000 
Â Commandant 

Â From a government (e.g., USCG, City council) 
Â You can accept 

Â Same rules apply for approval
