The document also shows the "INT1" symbols 

described in the Chart Specifications of the IHO published by the 

International Hydrographic Organization (IHO). It supersedes the

THANK YOU AND A JOB WELL DONE:    The 2011 D11 Aids to Navigation and Chart 

Updating Year is over.   Our Navigation Systems program is still growing ever year.  My most 

sincere appreciation to all the Aid Verifiers, SO-NSs, FSO-NSs, & ADSOs that assisted and 

promoted the 2011 Aids to Navigation, Bridge, and Chart Updating programs.   You have all 

worked so hard and long and contributed tremendously in making our goal of 100% in PATON & 

Bridge programs work efficiently.   Words I get from our District 11(dpw) office are that D11 

Northern & Southern Region assisted in completing all 2245 Private Aids in the Eleventh 

District which could not have been completed without your help in so many ATON areas.  We do 

talk about your work all the time at our morning meetings.  There are a lot of new people in our 

D11 (dpw) Office. 
 

The reports I received from you (see the 2011 DIVISIONAL, BRIDGE, ATON, & CHART 

UPDATING SUMMARY REPORT item No 4) shows that you've completed 36 ATON Reports; 

823 PATON Reports; 28 Non-permitted Reports, 53 Bridge Reports; 3 Chart Updating Reports.    

That is with only 88 Aid Verifiers out of 104 doing the checks & verifications.     Unfortunately 

only 64% of the Aid Verifiers submitted their 7030 activity reports this year.  The low percent of 

Aid Verifiers submitting 7030 forms hurts our program.

Administration Program, CU - Chart Updating Program and SCFU - Small Craft Facility 

Program.  New Navigation Systems Form & PowerPoint training aids for most Navigation 

Systems programs will be introduced.  The aim of the Navigation Systems ð     òCó School is to 

train a cadre of Auxiliary leaders who will promote the Navigation Systems programs in their 

District and develop new and lasting programs and relationships with the Coast Guard & 

NOAA-National Ocean Service in support of the goals and objectives of the Auxiliary Aid to 

Navigation, Bridges, & Chart Updating Program.  

Who May Attend:   Candidates must be recently assigned as a FSO-NS (Flotilla Staff Officer - 

Navigation Systems), SO-NS (Division Staff Officer - Navigation Systems), or a DSO or ADSO-

NS (District Staff Officer - Navigation Systems).  This training is not refresher training.  

Alternative training is available through your District Navigation Systems program managers. 

COMDT (CG-5421) must approve all waivers. Only one class convening is scheduled per year. 

Applicants MUST have an internet e-mail account capable of receiving and downloading 

attachments to order and to benefit most from this training. Therefore, the candidateõs e-mail 

address must be included in Block #22 of the Short-Term Resident Training Request prior to 

approval. No civilian contractors are authorized to attend.
